SB 95 - Mandatory COVID-19 leave

Fire Chief Cox reported that due to SB 95 mandatory Covid leave, the District must allow for 80/116 hours for
Covid leave, for 40 hour/shift workers respectively, during the time period of January 1 through September
30, 2021. Staff is tracking the time and working with the Governor’s office to obtain possible relief funds.

AB 3074 - Defensible Space/Ember Resistance Zones

Chief Cox reported that AB 3074 will require new construction to have 5 feet ignition resistant zone. The bill
will also require existing homes to have the same clearance retroactively and will go into effect at a later
date.

NC/Patrol/RSF remodel

Chief Cox reported that remodel proposal should be obtained by the next Board Meeting. RSF Patrol Chief
Wellhouser is happy with the modular design for the lower offices. No structural modifications will be done.
El Fuego AC unit replacement

Chief Cox reported that three air conditioners at Station1 need replacement at a cost of $29,000 and will be
included in the tenant agreements and prorated over 144 months.

Recognition Dinner

Chief Cox reported that the recognition dinner will be put off until the current Covid restrictions relax.

b. Operations — Deputy Chief

Deputy Chief McQuead reported that there were 300 incidents in March; running automatic aid with San
Marcos with the addition of Station 5 and 6.

Operation Collaboration hoping to be out of the PODS by June in time for fire season. All North Zone agencies
volunteered for training to be a vaccinators and helpful in collaborating. Interaction with the public has been
beneficial for the staff deployed on these PODS. Fire Chief Cox added that our overtime costs will be high,
however we will be getting cost recovery for the time the vaccinators are deployed.

c. Volunteer — Volunteer Recruitment & Retention Coordinator

Chief Twohy reported that 522 hours were donated serving the community by the reserves. Starting
onboarding of an additional 5 new reserves.

d. Training — Battalion Chief

Chief Sherwood reported that training is ramping up. With the new personnel on the floor, there will be a
new training for off road driving; the County Wildland drill coming up; and a training for swift water rescue
coming. March 20 testing for new firefighters and new hire academy coming up.

e. Fire Prevention — Fire Marshal

Fire Marshal Donner reported that the District is reviewing plans for Belmont assisted living and independent
living in 4S Ranch; Carmel Pacific assisted living and Questhaven LLC proposing single family homes in San
Elijo. Meeting with the Lakes for landscaping issues to get compliant.

Housing developments have tapered off, although there are still several in the works. Del Dios Ranch next
one anticipated that includes 70 homes.

Fire Chief Cox reported that with the 4 assisted living homes proposed for construction in the District there
will be a need for developer agreements that include cost recovery, as it will dramatically affects our district’s
call volume.

Dan Schaffer is back as the Weed Abatement inspector and the weed abatement flyer will be going out with
a deadline of May 25%.

May - August 2021 South Ops Highlights

« Rainfall will be below normal through June.

» Monsoonal showers and thunderstorms will be below normal in July and August.

» Temperatures will be a little below normal through June and then warm to near normal in July and

August.

« The marine layer will be deeper than normal across the coastal areas through June.




Weather Discussion

The eastern Pacific high remained the dominant weather
feature for April. Periodically, the area of high pressure shifted
inland over California to generate temperatures that were well
above normal across the interior sections for most of the
month. Coastal areas remained somewhat cooler than normal
throughout the month due to a couple areas of low pressure
that transitioned across the region along with the presence of
an enhanced marine layer (Fig 1).

Most of Central and Southern California received little or no
rainfall for the month (Fig 2). Scattered light afternoon
showers and isolated thunderstorms occurred over the Sierra
with the low-pressure systems that developed over the Pacific
Northwest and moved through the Great Basin. A few
locations west of the mountains in Southern California
received light rainfall amounts at times due to a deeper marine
layer. The snowpack in the Sierra dwindled down with the
onset of warm temperatures and it is currently 10% to 35% of
normal (Fig 3). Outside of one weak offshore wind event on
April 18t, the winds remained onshore (westerly) for most of
the month, becoming strong and gusty with the passage of low-
pressure systems through the region.

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Fuels Discussion

The warmer and drier conditions in April intensified
the drought across the region, with significant
increases in severe to extreme drought and much less
in the way of abnormally dry conditions (Fig 4). The
1000-hr dead fuel moisture values were well below
normal, with most of the area exhibiting brief periods

of record dryness especially across the deserts (Fig 5).

The 100-hr dead fuel moisture values were also well
below normal away from the coastal areas, hitting
record low values at or below the 3rd percentile across
Southern California (Fig 6). Live fuel moisture is
slowly decreasing and is between 80% and 120%
across most of the area (Fig 7). The warm and dry
conditions caused the grasses across the lower
elevations to become mostly cured by the end of April.

SOUTH OPS OUTLOOK

Climate models continue to suggest cooler than normal sea surface temperatures for both the Gulf of
Alaska and the West Coast (Figs 8 and 9). These temperature conditions will likely give rise to a
dominant upper level trough pattern over the western states into early summer. This trough pattern may
cause temperatures to remain a little below normal through May and into June. It will also cause the
marine layer to be somewhat deeper than normal along the coastal areas through June. Even though
Central and Southern California will likely be under this trough type pattern, little in the way of rainfall is
expected in May and June as most of the energy and best moisture will remain north of the area. Scattered
afternoon showers and isolated thunderstorms will likely occur over the Sierra with deeper troughs, and
light rainfall amounts will occur across Southern California south and west of the mountains when the
marine layer becomes very deep.

The projected trough pattern may also facilitate the development of a persistent, yet weak upper level
trough over the northern tier of the United States during the summer months. This weak upper level
trough may have the potential to occasionally shift the subtropical high positioned over the Four Corners
Area further south, in effect changing the coverage of the monsoon circulation to where showers and
thunderstorms would be less prevalent during July and August. Temperatures will likely warm to near
normal in July and August as the subtropical high center drifts back and forth over the Desert Southwest.

2. Population:
a. the change in population within the county;
b. the change in population within the unincorporated area of the county;
c. the use of specific formula calculations or estimates, permitted for mixed
incorporated/unincorporated areas of special districts and/or special districts serving
more than one county; or

Each year special districts should perform necessary calculations to determine if year-end proceeds of
taxes subject to the limit have exceeded the limit. Preliminary calculations have been made for all
revenue received to determine whether this district complies with the appropriations limits established
for the current fiscal year. Preliminary calculations show that the district will comply with the
appropriation limit.

The following recommendation is submitted for your consideration and/or action:

1. Toselect the change in California per capital personal income (5.73%) for the Cost of Living Factor and the
change in population within San Diego County average (-.37%). (A copy of the State of California
Department of Finance Price & Population Data for Local Jurisdictions is attached. The District population
provided by SANDAG is not available at this time.

2. The Board may choose to submit population documentation to State Department of Finance Demographic
Research Unit for certification by June 1, 2021. Note: there may be a charge by the State for this option.
If this option is selected, the District can modify the Gann Limit after supporting documentation is received
from the Department of Finance.

Subject: Price Factor and Population Information

Appropriations Limit

California Revenue and Taxation Code section 2227 requires the Department of Finance (Finance)
to fransmit an estimate of the percentage change in population fo local governments. Each local
jurisdiction must use their percentage change in population factor for January 1, 2021, in
conjunction with a change in the cost of living, or price factor, to calculate their appropriations
limit for fiscal year 2021-22. Attachment A provides the change in California’s per capita personal
income and an example for utilizing the price factor and population percentage change factor
to calculate the 2021-22 appropriations limit. Attachment B provides the city and unincorporated
county population percentage change. Attachment C provides the population percentage
change for counties and their summed incorporated areas. The population percentage change
data excludes federal and state institutionalized populations and military populations.

Population Percent Change for Special Districts

Some special districts must establish an annual appropriations limit. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 2228 provides additional information regarding the appropriations limit.
Article Xlll B, section 9(C) of the California Constitution exempts certain special districts from the
appropriations limit calculation mandate. The code section and the California Constitfution can
be accessed at the following website: http://leginfo.legislature.ca.gov/faces/codes.xhiml.

Special districts required by law to calculate their appropriations limit must present the calculation
as part of their annual audit. Any questions special districts have on this requirement should be
directed to their county, district legal counsel, or the law itself. No state agency reviews the local
appropriations limits.

Population Certification

The population certification program applies only to cities and counties. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 11005.6 mandates Finance to automatically certify any population
estimate that exceeds the current certified population with the State Conftroller's Office. Finance
will certify the higher estimate to the State Controller by June 1, 2021.

Please Note: The prior year's city population estimates may be revised. The per capita personal
income change is based on historical data. Given the stay-at-home orders due to COVID-19,
growth in the coming years may be substantially lower than recent trends.

BACKGROUND:

Donation #1 - The Rancho Santa Fe Fire District Foundation was formed when the Rancho Santa
Fe Fire Protection District merged with the Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove Fire Department. Upon
formation, there was a carry-over account for the maintenance of the Fire Wise Garden at Fire
Station 6. The Foundation wishes to clear this account off its books. The District has assumed
responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep for the garden as it is on District Property. Staff
recommends acceptance of the donation to help offset future maintenance costs of the garden.

Donation #2 - A grant proposal was submitted for funding of thirteen (13) Seek FirePro personal
TIC’s. The additional thirteen units combined with the five units already in service will provide
each on-duty firefighter access to a TIC. This will greatly increase personal safety and the
capabilities of all District firefighters while working in limited visibility conditions.
